Committee Chairperson Ms Joanmariae Fubbs said the Bill provides for the legislative 
protection of investors and the promotion of investment. It aims to achieve a balance of 
rights and obligations that apply to all investors, whether local or foreign. 
 
The purpose of the Act is amongst others to promote and protect investment in 
accordance with and subject to the Constitution in a manner that balances the public 
interest and the rights and obligations of investors. 
 
Public hearings for oral submissions have been scheduled for the 2nd, 4th and 9th of 
September 2015 at Parliament.
